EU-LI-PHE IS CONDUCTING A PAN-
EUROPEAN STAKEHOLDER SURVEY

Current insights:

The survey collected 697 responses from 36 countries, providing valuable
insights into stakeholder perceptions, expectations, and concerns
regarding livestock phenomics. 

79.2% of respondents reported being familiar with livestock phenomics,
indicating a high level of awareness among the surveyed stakeholders.

Respondents identified animal health and welfare improvement,
optimized breeding decisions, and increased production efficiency as the
main benefits of livestock phenomics.

Data ownership, privacy, transparency, and potential misuse of
information were highlighted as the main challenges for the future
implementation of digital phenomics.

More than half of respondents expressed willingness to share farm-
generated data with breeders, provided that appropriate safeguards and
benefits are clearly established.

The results demonstrate a strong demand for further education, practical
examples, and knowledge exchange to support the responsible adoption
of livestock phenomics across Europe.
